I thank God for all you have 

done for this ministry. From 

2007 through 2009 our goal 

was to raise $50,000 and you 

doubled that by raising 

$100,000, which allowed us 

to purchase 10,000 nets for 

our brothers and sis-

ters.  Presently, Zimbabwe is 

the only Afri-

can country 

that is totally 

supported for 

net distribu-

tion by gener-

ous contribu-

tions from 

the Baltimore-Washington 

Conference.  Since 2006, 

we have distributed 17,125 

nets in Zimbabwe—a 

country that would have 

otherwise not received 

these nets without your 

support.  However, we 

can’t stop, there are many 

more families in need of 

nets.  Join me and thou-

sands of others at this ex-

citing event. Let’s all be-

come Buzzer Beaters to 

continue to help our 

brothers and sisters in 

Zimbabwe.
