Easter Day brings the whole 

Christian Church together in 

joyful celebration of what we 

share in common: the news 

of Jesus’ triumph over the 

grave and the hope it creates 

for us. Yet each of us, like 

those first disciples, re-

sponds with our own lives to 

Christ’s work and presence 

in ways that are uniquely 

personal, reflecting our own 

temperaments, experiences, 

and heartfelt passions. And 

that’s as it should be: for just 

as with ―doubting Thomas‖, 

our own statement to others 

that ―We have seen the 

Lord!‖ in our lives becomes 

the occasion for them to 

question, wonder, and hope-

fully discover Jesus Christ for 

themselves. 

 
“Peace be with you.  As 

the Father has sent me, 

even so I am sending 

you.” 
Though we may try, bottling 

up Easter joy is not really an 

option.  As Jesus sent the 

first disciples out to share 

the news of His rising again, 

so the Holy Spirit calls us to 

share with friends, family, 

C 
hrist is risen! Shout 

hosanna! Celebrate 

this day of days! 

 
Easter is the Christian holy 

day of holy days, the unique 

celebration of God’s mighty 

work in Christ of triumphing 

over sin, death, and all that is 

evil in this world. It is the 

banner of our hope for life 

after death, and the promise 

that God’s love for us knows 

no bounds of space or time. 

 
The account of the resurrec-

tion in John’s gospel (chapter 

20) has much to make us 

think about as we prepare to 

enter into the Easter joy 

once again. 

 
Now on the first day of 

the week ... while it was 

still dark .... 
Mary Magdalene’s journey to 

the tomb began at the earli-

est possible moment. We 

can feel the eagerness in her 

heart and hear her quick 

steps as she goes to do ten-

derly to Jesus’ body what she 

had not the time or spices to 

do before. She goes antici-

pating (though her modest 

expectations were about to 

be overwhelmed by a new 

reality); she goes prepared. 

 
How do we approach 

Easter? Each of us should ask 

whether we come to this 

day with a sense of clock-

work sameness (―Oh, it’s 

that time of year again ...‖), 

or do we anticipate a fresh 

encounter with the risen 

Christ? Are we, like Mary, 

prepared – not stumbling 

aimlessly in the half-light, but 

determined to bless the Lord 

and (as we know He is risen) 

to receive what He has to 

show us? 

 
And stooping to look in, 

[the disciple Jesus loved] 

saw the linen cloths lying 

there, but he did not go 

in. Then Simon Peter 

came, following him, and 

went into the tomb. ... 

Then the other disciple, 

who had reached the 

tomb first, also went in, 

and he saw and be-

lieved .... 
It’s fascinating to me that 

even those first apostles’ 

reacted with the uniqueness 

of each personality to the 

resurrection.  John (the 

probable identity of the 

―beloved disciple‖) was ten-

tative; Peter barged in. Tho-

mas disbelieved at first, until 

Jesus presented Himself as 

evidence. Two other disci-

ples met Jesus on the Em-

maus Road (Luke 24) and, 

recognizing Him in the 

breaking of the bread at ta-

T 
wenty years ago three friends met for lunch. They knew of a little girl who was the 

child of a single parent, and they decided to mentor her. They started a fund for her 

and by the time she graduated from high school they had enough to send her to 

community college. She graduated with a nursing degree and went on to become the head 

of obstetric nursing at a major local hospital. Last year at their usual Tuesday lunch the 

young woman, who was now a member of the group, said, ―We should do for another 

little girl what you did for me.‖ So they incorporated and began saving for another girl. 

They are a group of 15 women who each contributes $200 per year—that’s just over $16/

month, or about .55 cents per day. It could make all the difference!
